Key Instant Recall Facts – KIRFs
KIRFs are the aspects of maths that children can learn by heart. They give children a bank of knowledge which they can use to help them when working with mathematics in a range of situations. It is important that children develop speed when reciting these facts in order for them to be able to call on these confidently when problem solving.
The children will be given a list of KIRF targets to practise at home. They will also be rehearsing these in school each day. Once they show consistent confidence and rapid recall of these facts they will move on to the next stage.  On their target sheet there are three boxes. When the children feel confident they can tick the first box, an adult at home can check and tick the second box and an adult at school will use the third box when they have been tested in school. The children can ask to be tested when they feel ready to show their skills.
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	At home you can practise the target in many different ways. Sometimes the children will be given a worksheet or activity to complete to reinforce one of their targets.
When the children are confident they can choose to be tested on their target. This does not have to be all of the targets at once.
The test could be:

· answering written questions, showing with resources or drawing or reciting out loud.
